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 City Council Meeting Minutes

 January 11, 2022

Mayor Ferguson called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.  

Vicki gave the invocation 

Commissioner LaPrade informed the Council that the County needs to start working on City streets as quickly as possible.  He noted the stretch of road on CR 1129 in front of the Housing Authority that was especially bad, and the culvert in front of the Church of Christ on CR 1110.  Per the interlocal agreement, the council must approve the repairs.  Susan made a motion to approve the work the Commissioner outlines, including the replacement of the culvert on CR 1110, the stretch of CR 1129 in front of the Housing Authority, and the $3000 worth of patch materials.  Summer seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

Jami noted that heavy truck traffic on CR 1129 is a huge factor in the deteriorating condition of the road.  Susan will look for sample ordinances regarding the limitation of large trucks.

The minutes from the December 14, 2021 meeting were presented.  Summer made a motion to accept the minutes as presented.  Jami seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

Jami presented the financials for December 2021.  Susan made a motion to accept the financials as presented.  Summer seconded the motion. All in favor – motion carried.

The bid for the lawn maintenance was presented and discussed.  Susan made a motion to accept the new lawn maintenance contract with Jerry Williams.  Summer seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

The trees that are there that still need to be cleaned up were discussed.  Summer suggested Face Book.  She agreed to be a Face Book administrator.  Vicki will also list on Marketplace.  

Ordinance 12.14.2021.2 regarding the establishment of permit fees relating to the sale of alcoholic beverages in the city limits was discussed.  Jami made a motion to accept the Ordinance.  Summer seconded the motion. All in favor – motion carried.

Ordinance 12.14.2021.1 was presented regarding the regulations of the sale of alcoholic beverages in the city limits.  The only question was cost of the annual inspection and processing fee amount and what the city’s liability was in regards to the inspection process and who does the inspection.   Summer made a motion to accept the Ordinances with the notation that they could be amended accordingly, depending on the information that Susan finds on the TABC rules and regulations in regards to the inspection, fees, and city liability.  Jami seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

The proposal from Fruitvale WSC was presented but tabled until the information from CIP was on hand.

Summer made a motion to adjourn.  Jami seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.
