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 City Council Meeting Minutes

Mayor Ferguson called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.  

Brandon offered the invocation.

The minutes from the May 24th, 2022 meeting were presented.  Brandon made a motion to accept the minutes as presented. Daniel seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.  The minutes from the May 10th meeting will be presented in July.

The financials were presented.  Brandon made a motion to accept the financials as presented.  Susan  seconded the motion. All in favor – motion carried.

Jami inquired about the road project for CR 1901 that the EDC is paying for.  Susan explained the project and mentioned that the City still has approximately $6000 left in the budgeted amount that we might have to spend.  

The needs of the Community Center were discussed.  Jami noted that it would be helpful if the info on projects was put on a spreadsheet to make it easier to follow from meeting to meeting.  As far as the ceiling work, Susan will price a 10 yard dumpster, and Brandon will look into locating a scaffolding rig.

Tanis gave notice that she no longer has time to commit to the Community Center as rental coordinator.  She will stay on until a replacement is found.

City ordinances were discussed.  Daniel would like to see a lawn maintenance ordinance in place. Being that there are several ordinances that need to be addressed, having an ordinance workshop was discussed.  Susan will make copies of all of the ordinances on record for each member.

There was no update on the SLFR Fund grant, but Susan did inform the Council that we have the opportunity to apply for a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), which is a maximum of $500,000.  GrantWorks will be at our August meeting to answer any questions.  If approved, this would be enough to have nice city streets built, should that be the project that the Council selects.

Brandon made a motion to adjourn. Jami seconded the motion. All in favor - motion carried.
