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 City Council Meeting Minutes

 June 10, 2025

Mayor called the meeting to order at 4:19 pm.  

After the Pledge of Allegiance, Susan gave the invocation.

The minutes from May 2025 were presented.  Brandon made a motion to accept the minutes as presented.  Debbie seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

The financial statements for May 2025 were presented.  Susan noted that the funds the City approved for the contractor have already been reimbursed.  Freda made a motion to accept the financials as presented.  Debra seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

Susan gave an update on the CDBG Road Project. If the weather holds out, the contractor is hoping to have the road completed by the end of the week.  

Susan announced that there was only 1 bid submitted for the Lawn Maintenance contract.  Debbie made a motion to accept his bid of $350/month.  Debra seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

Susan noted the clean up day is set for June 20-21.  She also mentioned that the Commissioner said he would order a second dumpster in case it was needed.  Susan noted that his budget was already significantly used before he got into office and that she felt, as a city, that we should cover the cost of the second dumpster if it was used.  Brandon made a motion that if the second dumpster is used, the city will reimburse the County.  Freda seconded the motion. All in favor – motion carried.

Debbie suggested that maybe we get a banner that we can reuse to hang in front of Community Center for Clean Up Days.  Debbie made a motion to spend up to $150 for banner. Debra seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

Quotes for upgrading the aerobic system to an automatic chlorinator and safety pans were presented.  MLP is our current Septic contractor.  After discussion, it was decided that this would be a cost saving measure for the city.  Brandon made a motion to accept the quotes for upgrading the system.  Debbie seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

Discussion was held about the Opioid Abatement Funds.  Brandon spoke to his friend and his meetings are voluntary.   Debbie is still going to check into Celebrate Recovery. 

Susan noted that the survey is not back yet.

Debbie mentioned that she will get the city signs down and to the company to get the date changed.

Council adjourned into executive session.

Council reconvened into General Session.

Brandon made a motion to increase the city’s real property.  Freda seconded the motion. All in favor – motion carried.

Brandon made a motion to pursue the research necessary to upgrade security measures for the City.  Debbie seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

Debra made a motion to adjourn.  Brandon seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.
