Mayor Ferguson called the meeting to order at 6:35pm.  

Brandon gave the invocation

Mayor Ferguson led the council in the Pledge of Allegiance

Susan presented the minutes from February 2021.  Jami made a motion to accept the minutes as presented.  Brandon seconded the motion. All in favor - motion carried.

Jami presented the financials for February and March 2021.  Susan made a motion to accept the financials as presented.  Brandon seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

Mayor Ferguson noted that Jerry Williams had rewired the electrical around the stove and will be replacing the light above the sink.  He continues to maintain the lawn and parking area of the center.

Susan noted that the Zoom account automatically renewed before she caught it.  The council decided to let the current contract expire.

Mayor Ferguson presented costs to rent a 40 yard dumpster from Gaston for community clean up.  The idea of having a couple of people interested in hauling scrap metal there might be a good idea.  Susan will check on costs for postage for a simple 1 page flyer.

The Methodist Conference has accepted the City’s officer of $50,000 for the church and lots.  Kevin just wants to amend the current contract as it is signed.  Susan will correct that and send to bank.

The expansion of the city limits was discussed.  Council was presented with a map of the area.  Each council member needs to decide what they feel is a reasonable limit for all roads.   Discussion will continue into future meetings.

Susan mentioned that the store does want to apply to sell beer and wine.  To do this, there has to be an application for a petition signed by 10 registered voters who live within the city limits.  Then, the notice of intent to apply must be published in a local paper.  At the point, a petition must be issued.  For this particular petition, 49 legal signatures will be required.

Brandon made a motion to adjourn.  Jami seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.
